This course uses a multidisciplinary approach to examine the complexities of power, conflict, and violence in 
families. A main goal of the course is to improve students' analytic ability in consuming scholarly and popular 
knowledge about power and violence within the context of family relationships, including intimate partner and 
parent-child relationships. To achieve this goal, students critically evaluate how violence and abuse in families 
has been conceptualized over time and how researchers, service providers, policy makers, the criminal justice 
system, and the general public have responded to this social problem.
